Intermodal Transportation Facility Expansion Public Input Session: Monday, August 2,
5:30 p.m., ISU Memorial Union

CyRide, the City of Ames, and lowa State University encourage Ames residents to share comments about a federal grant application that would
expand the Intermodal Transportation Facility planned south of campus. In February, the facility was awarded nearly $9 million in federal funds to build
the facility. Currently, the Intermodal Transportation Facility is in the design phase.

What: Intermodal Transportation Facility Expansion Public Input Session
Time: 5:30 p.m.

Date: Monday, August 2, 2010

Place: ISU Memorial Union - South Ballroom

The expansion project elements for which funds will be requested are as follows, totaling $13,028,263:

. Two CyRide hybrid buses, providing quieter and more environmentally friendly service with two additional bus bays/canopy

. Automatic Vehicle Location technology with Next Bus technology or equivalent, informing passengers when the next bus will be at the facility

. Additional 339 parking spaces, facilitating new development in Campustown as originally intended through the grant, while producing enough
revenue to annually fund the CyRide shuttle route to ISU campus connecting with all other transit routes

. Additional 20 vanpool/carpool parking spaces

. Bike/Pedestrian path continued through arboretum between Sheldon Avenue and State Street, providing a connection between west Ames to
central campus

. Additional 12 bike lockers

. Chamberlain Street traffic signal, Hayward Avenue traffic signal, and street improvements

2010 lowa Sales Tax Holiday
The 11t annual lowa Sales Tax Holiday will be held on Friday and Saturday, August 6 and 7, 2010. On these days,
everyday clothing and footwear under $100 will be exempt from the state 6% sales tax and the 1% local option tax, if

applicable. S a ES
Please Be Aware That... (’l‘! Ax’

. Thisis an annual event on the first Friday and Saturday of August.

. The holiday does not include Sunday.

. Businesses that are open on these days are required to participate.

. Businesses cannot advertise that they will pay or otherwise absorb the sales tax on items that don't qualify.
. When completing the tax return, list qualifying Sales Tax Holiday sales on the "exemptions" line.

August 2010 Pillar : Fairness

Fairness embodies concern with equity, impartiality, proportionality, openness,
and due process. Fair decisions are made in an appropriate manner based on
appropriate criteria.

Don’t blame others carelessly. Find ways to honor the ideals
of equity and justice. Together, we can advance change and build a stronger
Ames where everyone has a voice. Create ways for people from all
backgrounds to speak honestly and listen to each other. Speak out against
negative stereotypes that are hurtful to others. What stereotypes would you
like to dispel? Faulty generalizations about groups of people represent over simplified opinions, prejudiced attitudes, and uncritical judgments. These
misperceptions almost always contribute to community tension. Everyone benefits from learning factual information about cultural or ethnic heritages.
Welcome their valuable contribution to our cultural mosaic.

Don’t take advantage of others. Speak for yourself, not for others. Everyone gets a fair hearing. One person speaks at a time. If you
are offended or upset, say so, and say why. No name calling and no put-downs. Use fair and open procedures in making decisions that affect others.
We need to learn how our actions or attitudes affect each other. Build relationships and learn to appreciate and respect each other.

Be open-minded; listen to others. Think about the words you use over the course of a week to describe people around you. Is there
something you want to change? Does the local media offer fair and full coverage about people from different racial, ethnic, and cultural backgrounds?
Listen with an open mind. Make all decisions on appropriate criteria, without undue favoritism or improper prejudice. Treat all people equitably based
on their merits and abilities and handle all essentially similar situations consistently.

Take turns and share. Let's look at how we think Ames is doing. Is everyone getting a fair shake in Ames? Do all our residents have fair
access to services? What makes our community special? Does everyone feel they're being treated fairly? We should make every effort to see that
every group of people has a say in the important decisions. Fairness requires that we fully consider the rights, interests, and perspectives of all
stakeholders, approach judgments with open-minded impartiality, gather and verify facts, provide stakeholders with the opportunity to explain or clarify
and carefully evaluate the information. Do not take unfair advantage of people’s mistakes or ignorance. Promptly and voluntarily correct personal and
institutional mistakes and improprieties.

Play by the rules. The key to fairness is to have pre-established rules, consistently applied. Treat people fairly, justly, and equitably to the best
of your ability. Be careful and thorough in making judgments and decisions about or affecting others. It is unfair to make a judgment that favors or
discriminates against individuals based on improper factors. Although many forms of discrimination are now against the law, they also offend our more
basic ethical concept of fairness. It is simply unfair to deny someone a job or promotion because of race, religion, gender or any other factor that does
not have a material bearing on the ability to perform that job. (Judging a person by birth or beliefs rather than on character or merit is also profoundly
disrespectful.)
